Lou Ann Fisher graduated with a Bachelor of Fine Arts in Education with
voice specialization in 1986. Her Texas public school teaching
experience began in 1988 and includes all levels: elementary music and
secondary level choral directing as well as private voice instruction.
She authored An Efficient and Effective Voice Studio: Grades Six through
Twelve which has been presented to undergrad music majors at several
Texas universities. High School Directors have invited Lou Ann to
clinic their choral ensembles preparing for UIL competitions and she
serves as an annual judge for the following competitions:

· UIL Solo/Ensemble Contests 
· District, Region, Pre-Area , and Area All-State Auditions
 
Mrs. Fisher also founded and directed the North Texas Children’s Chorale
in the fall of 2001 - a premiere audition children’s ensemble that she
directed in performances across America. When she was a full time Texas
public school choral director, her choirs achieved consistent UIL
sweepstakes, and now that she has changed her focus to private vocal
instruction, the programs in which she has provided private vocal
instruction have had state and national recognition for their
performance standards of excellence.
 
Her voice studio moved to the high school level in 2000. The Fisher
Studio has been represented in select choral ensembles, advanced theatre
arts troupes, and many high school musical productions around North
Texas. The Fisher studio is flourishing in Carroll ISD schools as well
with representation at the middle and high school levels. All of the
CSHS students who earned chairs in the 2008 Texas All-State Choir were
from the Fisher Studio.
 
Fisher Studio students also fare well in the CSHS musical audition
process every year. Mrs. Fisher was on the fine arts team who prepared
the CSHS cast and crew for the 2007 premiere of The Phantom of the
Opera. The roles of Phantom, Christine, and Raoul were played by her
singers plus many principal and chorus roles… and this year’s CSHS
musical The Sound of Music cast results reflect a continuous tradition
of excellence achieved by Fisher Studio students --only earned through
hard work and meticulous care.
